School Policy 
Tuition for the school year is divided into  

(3) - 12 week terms. Full payment is due at the 
beginning of each term.  Notification of a new term 
is posted at The Dance Center.  A $10 late fee will 
added to unpaid accounts after the first 2 weeks of a 
term. 

  
First term: Sept. 12 - Nov. 26 
Second term: Nov. 28  -  March 10 
Third term: March 12 -  June 9 
  
LateTerm Registrations - until Jan.7 will be accepted, 

except for int. and advanced students. A$35.00 
dollar deposit is needed to hold the child’s spot in 
the class.   

  
Budget Plans are available for students taking 2 or more 

classes. Term tuition will be divided into 3 
payments. Due the first week of every month.  A 
$10 dollar service fee will be charged to your 
account per term.  You will receive 1 statement per 
term.  You must sign up at the front desk prior to 
each term to receive a budget statement.
